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D espite the economy we continue to maintain our commitment to share and tangibly give 
thanks for our blessings.  With thirty-two (32) churches reporting to date, UTO received 
$13,797.72 from Spring Ingatherings.  Thank you for your continuous generosity. 
 

T hrough the work of the Parish Coordinators, our diocese has been a strong leader nationally 
with the level of our giving.  We are a powerful example of the meaning of the UTO mission which 
is to expand the circle of giving. ñYou get, you give.  They get, they give.ò  For three straight 
years churches and agencies in our diocese have been the recipients of UTO Grants.  In 2008 
Messiah-St. Bartholomew received a grant to assist them in bringing their kitchen into code so 
that they could continue their Food Services Education Program.   In 2009 Grace House of St. 
Leonardôs Ministries received a grant to purchase small appliances and furnishings for their new 
house.  I am pleased and proud to announce that our prayers have been answered again this 
year.  The grant application from Interfaith Refugee and Immigration Ministries which we submit-
ted for 2010 was accepted and they will be receiving a UTO Grant of $14,000.  This agency, 
housed in Chicago, is the Chicago area refugee resettlement affiliate of Episcopal Migration Min-
istries (EMM).  The grant will provide seed money for the establishment of a satellite office for the 
underserved and geographically isolated refugee women, children and their families who reside 
outside of the city proper.   We received grants in 2008, 2009, and 2010, what a blessing!   Letôs 
celebrate by dropping some coins into our Blue Boxes. 
 

I   have been personally blessed to have had the opportunity to serve as your Diocesan UTO 
Coordinator.  However, I have come to the end of my three-year term and I cannot succeed my-
self.  It seems as if Iôve only just begun.  The response from our churches has been inspirational 
and I have thoroughly enjoyed working with all of you in this very special ministry.  From the bot-
tom of my heart, I thank you for all of your support for what has become a real ministry for me.   I 
will miss your notes and warm and friendly greetings. 
 

I   am very pleased and proud to introduce our new Diocesan UTO Coordinator, Patricia (Pat) 
Harper.  Pat is a member of St. Edmundôs, Chicago where she is the Immediate Past ECW Presi-
dent and has served as Web Mistress on the Diocesan ECW Board.  Pat will be in touch with you 
personally.

Dr. Mosher is the author of Faith in the 
Neighborhoodða series from Seabury Books 
on understanding Americaôs many religions. 
She has also contributed chapters to several 
books and has published a number of articles 
on multifaith issues or Christian-Muslim con-
cerns, and is well known for her analysis of 
the spiritual legacy of Turkish mystic Bediuz-
zaman Said Nursi. In 2009, Dr. Mosher was 
the senior researcher for Auburn Seminaryôs 
major study of how US religious leaders-in-
training learn about religious diversity.  
A frequent lecturer in the US and abroad, Dr. 
Mosher teaches the Critical Interpretation 
component of the Multi-Faith Track of New 
York Theological Seminaryôs Doctor of Minis-
try program, and is the founding instructor for 
the annual Worldviews Seminar at The Uni-
versity of Michigan-Dearborn. She has also 
offered courses in recent years at Fordham 
University (NY), St. Francis College (NY), and 
The General Theological Seminary (NY), and 
has been a conference coordinator, workshop 
speaker, or panelist in many other venues. An 
accomplished musician, her workshops some-
times combine her expertise in inter-religious 
understanding with her training in theology 
and the arts. 
Dr. Mosher is an Episcopal Church Founda-
tion Fellow. She holds degrees from Boston 
University, the University of Massachusetts 
(Lowell), Hartford Seminary, and the General 
Theological Seminary of the Episcopal 
Church. She maintains offices in northeast 
Florida and New York City.
